we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. 
For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, 
have mercy on us and forgive us; 
that we may delight in your will, 
and walk in your ways, 
to the glory of your Name. Amen. 
 
Officiant Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins 
through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen us in all 
goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in 
eternal life. Amen. 
 
 
The Invitatory and Psalter 
 
Officiant Lord, open our lips. 
People And our mouth shall proclaim your praise.

Psalm 45 Eructavit cor meum  BCP p. 647 
 
My heart is stirring with a noble song; 
let me recite what I have fashioned for the king; * 
 my tongue shall be the pen of a skilled writer. 
 
You are the fairest of men; * 
 grace flows from your lips, 
 because God has blessed you for ever. 
 
Strap your sword upon your thigh, O mighty warrior, * 
 in your pride and in your majesty. 
 
Ride out and conquer in the cause of truth * 
 and for the sake of justice. 
 
Your right hand will show you marvelous things; * 
 your arrows are very sharp, O mighty warrior. 
 
The peoples are falling at your feet, * 
 and the king’s enemies are losing heart. 
 
Your throne, O God, endures for ever and ever, * 
 a scepter of righteousness is the scepter of your kingdom; 
 you love righteousness and hate iniquity. 



Therefore God, your God, has anointed you * 
 with the oil of gladness above your fellows. 
 
All your garments are fragrant with myrrh, aloes, and cassia, * 
 and the music of strings from ivory palaces makes you glad.

I will make your name to be remembered 
from one generation to another; * 
 therefore nations will praise you for ever and ever.” 
 
 
Psalm 46 Deus noster refugium BCP p. 649 
 
God is our refuge and strength, * 
 a very present help in trouble. 
 
Therefore we will not fear, though the earth be moved, * 
 and though the mountains be toppled into the depths of the sea; 
 
Though its waters rage and foam, * 
 and though the mountains tremble at its tumult. 



The Lord of hosts is with us; * 
 the God of Jacob is our stronghold. 
 
There is a river whose streams make glad the city of God, * 
 the holy habitation of the Most High. 
 
God is in the midst of her; 
she shall not be overthrown; * 
 God shall help her at the break of day. 
 
The nations make much ado, and the kingdoms are shaken; * 
 God has spoken, and the earth shall melt away. 
 
The Lord of hosts is with us; * 
 the God of Jacob is our stronghold. 
 
 
Come now and look upon the works of the Lord, * 
 what awesome things he has done on earth.

The Lessons 
 
 
A reading from Isaiah 35:1-10 
 
The wilderness and the dry land shall be glad, the desert shall rejoice and blossom; like 
the crocus it shall blossom abundantly, and rejoice with joy and singing. The glory of 
Lebanon shall be given to it, the majesty of Carmel and Sharon. They shall see the 
glory of the Lord, the majesty of our God. Strengthen the weak hands, and make firm 
the feeble knees. Say to those who are of a fearful heart, “Be strong, do not fear! Here 



is your God. He will come with vengeance, with terrible recompense. He will come and 
save you.” 
 
Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf unstopped; then 
the lame shall leap like a deer, and the tongue of the speechless sing for joy. For waters 
shall break forth in the wilderness, and streams in the desert; the burning sand shall 
become a pool, and the thirsty ground springs of water; the haunt of jackals shall 
become a swamp, the grass shall become reeds and rushes. A highway shall be there, 
and it shall be called the Holy Way; the unclean shall not travel on it, but it shall be for 
God’s people; no traveler, not even fools, shall go astray. No lion shall be there, nor 
shall any ravenous beast come up on it; they shall not be found there, but the redeemed 
shall walk there. And the ransomed of the Lord shall return, and come to Zion with 
singing; everlasting joy shall be upon their heads; they shall obtain joy and gladness, 
and sorrow and sighing shall flee away.

Blessed be the Lord, the God of Israel; * 
 he has come to his people and set them free. 
He has raised up for us a mighty savior, * 
 born of the house of his servant David. 
Through his holy prophets he promised of old, 
that he would save us from our enemies, * 
 from the hands of all who hate us. 
He promised to show mercy to our fathers * 
 and to remember his holy covenant. 
This was the oath he swore to our father Abraham, * 
 to set us free from the hands of our enemies, 
Free to worship him without fear, * 
 holy and righteous in his sight 
 all the days of our life. 
You, my child, shall be called the prophet of the Most High, * 
 for you will go before the Lord to prepare his way, 
To give his people knowledge of salvation * 
 by the forgiveness of their sins. 
In the tender compassion of our God * 
 the dawn from on high shall break upon us, 
To shine on those who dwell in darkness and the shadow of death, * 
 and to guide our feet into the way of peace.

A reading from Revelation 22:12-17, 21 
 
“See, I am coming soon; my reward is with me, to repay according to everyone’s work. I 
am the Alpha and the Omega, the first and the last, the beginning and the end.” Blessed 
are those who wash their robes, so that they will have the right to the tree of life and 
may enter the city by the gates. Outside are the dogs and sorcerers and fornicators and 
murderers and idolaters, and everyone who loves and practices falsehood. “It is I, 
Jesus, who sent my angel to you with this testimony for the churches. I am the root and 
the descendant of David, the bright morning star.” The Spirit and the bride say, “Come.” 
And let everyone who hears say, “Come.” And let everyone who is thirsty come. Let 
anyone who wishes take the water of life as a gift. The grace of the Lord Jesus be with 
all the saints. Amen.

You are God: we praise you;

You are the eternal Father: 
All creation worships you. 
To you all angels, all the powers of heaven, 
Cherubim and Seraphim, sing in endless praise: 
 Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might, 
 heaven and earth are full of your glory. 
The glorious company of apostles praise you. 
The noble fellowship of prophets praise you. 
The white-robed army of martyrs praise you. 
Throughout the world the holy Church acclaims you; 
 Father, of majesty unbounded, 
 your true and only Son, worthy of all worship, 
 and the Holy Spirit, advocate and guide. 
You, Christ, are the king of glory, 
the eternal Son of the Father. 
When you became man to set us free 
you did not shun the Virgin’s womb. 
You overcame the sting of death 
and opened the kingdom of heaven to all believers. 
You are seated at God’s right hand in glory. 
We believe that you will come and be our judge. 
 Come then, Lord, and help your people, 
 bought with the price of your own blood 
 and bring us with your saints 
 to glory everlasting. 



A reading from the Gospel of Luke 1:67-80 
 
Then his father Zechariah was filled with the Holy Spirit and spoke this 
prophecy: “Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, for he has looked favorably on his people 
and redeemed them. He has raised up a mighty savior for us in the house of his servant 
David, as he spoke through the mouth of his holy prophets from of old, that we would be 
saved from our enemies and from the hand of all who hate us. Thus he has shown the 
mercy promised to our ancestors, and has remembered his holy covenant, the oath that 
he swore to our ancestor Abraham, to grant us that we, being rescued from the hands of 
our enemies, might serve him without fear, in holiness and righteousness before him all 
our days. And you, child, will be called the prophet of the Most High; for you will go 
before the Lord to prepare his ways, to give knowledge of salvation to his people by the 
forgiveness of their sins. By the tender mercy of our God, the dawn from on high will 
break upon us, to give light to those who sit in darkness and in the shadow of death, to 
guide our feet into the way of peace.” The child grew and became strong in spirit, and 
he was in the wilderness until the day he appeared publicly to Israel.
